Your child can attend a similar school that is NOT in need of improvement at no cost to you for
transportation. You have the following choice of schools: Indian Valley Junior High School and
Conotton Valley Jr/High School. If you are interested in either school, please call us immediately
and let us know at 740.922.5478, Ext. 1703. We will provide you with all the needed information to
make your school choice successful. The deadline for applying is August 19"

You may request FREE tutoring in place of transferring your child to another school. If you decide
to keep your child at Claymont Jr. High, simply have your child report to the school on opening
day (August 25™).

Our local report card (http://www.ode.state.oh.us/reportcard) and or your child’s individual ODE
report shows how well Claymont Jr. High did compared to other schools.
